While drawing from the model on Monday and Tuesday you will be encouraged to develop the kind 
of drawing that leads to bold decisive lines or tones that evoke light, space and the model’s presence 
and attitude. From Wednesday to Friday you will be painting, with the emphasis on firm, clear 
unfussy structure. You will be shown how to achieve clarity of space by making decisions that affect 
the whole composition.

PAINTING THE BODY CLOTHED

Classes run from 10am-5pm 
From Frida Kahlo to Rembrandt painters create wonderful paint surfaces by recreating clothing, and 
textiles. To bring the sitter to life, great painters from Velasquez to Leonardo da Vinci clearly make 
the clothing come alive, relishing the fold and sparkle of the lace, silk, or embroidered cotton. 
Essentially, when a model is clothed the painting becomes a portrait. The idea of the week is "How do 
we raise the intensity and quality of the painting we make so that it truly comes alive and is gripping 
to look at?" The answer lies in part, in how we paint the clothing.  Through  our clothes  we present 
ourselves and our cultural identity to the  external world. We choose what to wear, and this gives out 
a  strong message. We are, whether we like it or not, read by it. There will be  a long, sustained pose 
for a week.
